PLACES OF INTEREST

Myreton Motor Museum (5 km): Feeling nostalgic? Go back in time and be fascinated by the amazing display
of vehicles from a 1919 Ford TT to a BMW bubble car.

Tantallon Castle (12 km): The semi-ruined medieval 14™" century fortress sitting atop a cliff was a stronghold of
the Douglas family.

National Museum of Flight (15 km): Learn about the history of East Fortune Airfield and the role it played
during the two world wars. The National Museum of Flight also has one of Europe’s best collections of aircrafts
including a Concorde.

Glenkinchie distillery (25 km): Glenkinchie distillery is a classic lowland distillery. Learn all about the production
of the famous single malt.

Edinburgh (30km): Scotland’s capital city holds such a rich history. From the castle at the top of the hill to the
grass market and the royal mile, there is something for everyone.

Royal Edingburg Military Tattoo (34 km): Enjoy this amazing show at Edinburg’s castle! The festival takes place
in August.

Rosslyn Chapel (36 km): Visit the chapel made famous by Dan Brown’s The Da Vinci Code.

Muirfield golf course (38km): Home to the oldest organized golf club of the world, Muirfield golf course is
known as one of the best golf courses on which to play the beloved game.

Glasgow (105 km): The largest city in Scotland however Glasgow is known has one of the friendliest cities in
the world.

St Andrews (120 km): Known as the home of golf, St Andrews is also home to Scotland’s oldest University.
